 Percussion Equipment: Please bring your own sticks, beaters, mallets, etc. Percussion 

instruments will be provided. 

 There will be no dinner break during rehearsals. Ample time has been allowed for students to eat 

before the start of rehearsal. No One May Leave the Rehearsal Site!  

 

Permissible Absence 

 

ILLNESS (Doctor’s note required, NO EXCEPTIONS) 

DEATH in the immediate family (note or phone call from parent required) 

PERFORMANCE/REHEARSAL with the student’s school group. (Copy of program must be 

submitted). 

No other performance is excused for ANY REASON 

 

CJMEA attendance policy further states: 

1. Students may not come late or leave early from rehearsal.  Without exception, you are 

expected to stay for the entire duration of all rehearsals.  (Either is considered as an 

unexcused absence). 

2. Any student with more than one excused absence will be dropped from the group. 

3. Any student with an unexcused absence will be dropped from the group. 

4. College auditions/interviews, SAT tests, sporting events, school musicals, youth 

orchestra rehearsals and concerts, etc. ARE NOT EXCUSED EVENTS. 

5. NO ONE will be excused from the dress rehearsal. 

6. Students removed from the group for unexcused reasons will not be permitted to audition 

for any CJMEA organization for the following school year.
